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COMES NOW William L. Beecher, duly appointed Receiver for the above-captioned
companies, and submits this report pursuant to this Court’s prior Orders, and requests an

Amended Case Management Order.

L. RECEIVER’S REPORT

A. Identification of Potential Investors/Creditors/Claimants.

The Receiver has compiled a Master Mailing List consisting of potential claimants of the
above-captioned companies, a copy of which is attached hereto as Appendix 1. Subsequent to
the initial Order appointing the Receiver in this case, Laramie Petroleum, Inc. and Orna
International Ltd were added as entities subject to the Receivership. In addition, in the process
of reviewing investor records, the Receiver has identified additional investors and/or located
working addresses for investors for whom the Receiver lacked a current address at the time of
the initial Notice of Receivership. Finally, the Receiver has identified former employees of
MCube Petroleum Inc. and/or Laramie Petroleum Inc. who may have wage claims. These
additional potential claimants are included in this Master Mailing List. The Receiver has also
retained the accounting firm of Berntson Porter PLLC. Berntson Porter has been engaged for the
purposes of determining what tax liabilities the Receivership Entities may have. This task is in
process.

The Receiver is continuing to work to identify the amounts invested by, paid to and/or
owed to each Investor/Creditor/Claimant. This rather substantial effort has involved assembling
a file for each investor containing copies of documents pertaining to each individual investor’s
investment. This includes subscription agreements, promissory notes, limited liability company
agreements and evidence of payment to or from a Receivership Entity. Ultimately, these files
will be used to evaluate the claims submitted to the Receiver by Investor/Claimants.

To date, claims totaling $40,937,220 have been made. However, at this time, a list of
claims would only be partial because of the recent identification of a significant group of new
potential Claimants. The Receive will supplement this Report as soon as additional information
is available.

B. Identification of Assets.

The Receivership Entities held no tangible property at the time of appointment of the
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Receiver, and no tangible assets of any significant value have been identified subsequently. The
Receivership assets consisted of: (1) claims assertable by the Receiver pursuant to
RCW 7.60.060(1)(f) (“the “Clawback Claims”); and (2) the Rembang and Halmahera
Production Sharing Contracts (“PSC”) for oil and gas fields in Indonesia.

1. Clawback Claims.

RCW 7.60.060 provides that a receiver may assert fraudulent conveyance claims held by
the creditors of the entity subject to the receivership. In the context of a Ponzi scheme, the
receiver has the right to cause disgorgement of any payments made by the receivership entities
from an investor — a “clawback” of payments made to investors, over and above the principal
amount invested in the Ponzi scheme. If, however, the investor was on notice of facts which
would cause a reasonable person to inquire regarding the source of the payments, the receiver
may recover all payments made after inquiry notice occurs.

The Receiver has initiated the following actions asserting clawbacks:

a. Beecher v. Paul P. Rusnak Family Trust, Adjunct Case No. 09-2-12103-1. This
case settled for a payment to the Receivership Estate of $2,705,000.

b. Beecher v. Aboulhosn, et al., Adjunct Case No. 10-2-07692-7. To date, this case
has generated gross settlements totaling $746,001.18 to date, of which
$120,001.01 has been funded. The remainder settlement funds are pending
approval of this Court. Multiple defendants remain in the case and the Receiver
expects substantial additional settlements.

c. Beecher v. Alchemy Investments LLC, et al., Adjunct Case No. 10-2-14453-1.
This single defendant case has generated a settlement of $12,000.

d. Beecher v. Foundation Holdings Corporation, et al., Adjunct Case
No. 11-2-06615-6. The total recovery sought in this matter is $501,000.00.

e. Beecher v. PetroM LLC, et al., Adjunct Case No. 11-2-06998-8. The recovery
sought is in excess of $426,000.

The Receiver continues to investigate additional claims and it is likely that additional claims will
be asserted.
2. Other Claims.
In addition to the foregoing, the Receiver obtained a recovery of $127,500 in Beecher v.

Glaser Weil Fink Jacobs Howard & Shapiro, et al., Adjunct Case No. 09-2-14145-8. This case

involved a claim for recovery of attorneys’ fees paid to a law firm by MCube Petroleum, Inc. on
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the basis that the firm had failed to disclose a material conflict of interest.
3. Halmahera and Rembang Production Sharing Contracts.

A PSC is a contract with an arm of the Indonesian Government, BPMIGAS, which
confers the right to explore for and extract petroleum and natural gas within a specific
geographic territory referred to as a “block.” Orna International Ltd (“Orna™), a British Virgin
Islands company, owns rights in a PSC into which it entered with BPMIGAS for the exploration
and development of the Rembang Offshore Block East Java in Indonesia (the “Rembang
Block™). Halmahera Petroleum Ltd (“Halmahera”), also a British Virgin Islands company, owns
rights in a PSC into which it entered with BPMIGAS for the exploration and development of the
Halmahera Block in Indonesia (the “Halmahera Block™).

In April 2006, MCube acquired a 100% interest in both Orna and Halmahera. The
acquisition price was $10 million, funded with a loan from the Rusnak Family Trust. While
blocks adjacent to the Rembang Block have produced significant oil and gas, the potential for
production from either block has not been determined. Any valuation of these PSCs would be
speculative.

Some significant exploration activities were under taken. However, by October 2007,
the legal issues surrounding the operation of MCube and its Subsidiaries. brought these efforts to
a halt. Because of the final condition of MCube the options available for continuing
development were limited to bringing on one or more operational/financial partners who would
fulfill the financial and operational responsibilities in the PSCs.

Following his appointment as Receiver in May 2009, the Receiver concluded that the use
of funds generated from his activities to fund development activities would be imprudent. There
was no scenario under which the Receivership would have sufficient funds to undeitake the
performance obligations of the PSCs. The strategy adopted by the Receiver was to continue the
effort to bring on one or more operational/financial partners who would fulfill the financial and
operational responsibilities in the PSCs.

In September 2009, the Receiver first attempted to engage BPMIGAS in discussions
related to the Rembang PSC and the Halmahera PSC. Because of pending performance

deadlines in these PSCs, the Receiver formally requested from the start that BPMIGAS extend
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the Rembang PSC and permit an assignment, as permitted by its terms.

By that time, Orna was working with an interested and fully-qualified investor who, if
approved by BPMIGAS, would be able to join with Orna as an operational partner and who
could actively fulfill the commitments of the Rembang PSC. In December 2009, Orna entered
into a Farmin Agreement with Black Platinum Investments (“BPI”) as an operatiohal partner,
who was selected on the basis of its significant experience in the operation, exploration and
development of oil and natural gas resources in the Southwest Pacific. Additionally, BPI
demonstrated that it was sufficiently capitalized to partner with Orna in accomplishing the goals
of the Rembang PSC. Under the terms of the Farmin Agreement, BPI committed with Orna to
undertake responsibility for completing the first three years’ obligations of the Rembang PSC,
which would involve the expenditure of $5 million or more for offshore drilling in the Rembang
Block, as well as committing to independently pay the overdue salaries of former Indonesian
employees of MCube.

In a letter dated December 14, 2009, the Receiver reiterated his request to BPMIGAS for
an extension of the Rembang PSC and again sought approval for Orna to assign a portion of its
interest in the Rembang PSC to BPI and to other parties, further to the Farmin Agreement. In
February 2010, this Court approved Orna’s Farmin Agreement with BPI; all that remained to be
done for Orna to resume its work to fulfill the commitments of the Rembang PSC was for
BPMIGAS to approve that Farmin Agreement. By this time, however, BPMIGAS had issued
performance deficiency notices with respect to both Orna and Halmahera because the
commitments contained in the respective PSCs had not yet been fulfilled.

BPI and the Receiver continued to push BPMIGAS for the extension with the
expectation that final approval of the Farmin Agreement would permit the commitments of the
PSCs to be fulfilled. On April 19, 2010, Mr. Beecher sent yet another letter to BPMIGAS, in
which he reiterated the earlier requests for an extension of the Rembang PSC and approval of the
partial assignment of rights under Orna’s Farmin Agreement with BPI. During this time,
however, BPMIGAS was undergoing numerous internal personnel changes, which delayed and
confounded the entire process, and it was apparent that the repeated requests from both the

Receiver and BPI were going unheeded. Apart from some apparent formalities, there did not
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appear to be any substantive reason under the Rembang PSC for BPMIGAS to not accept Orna’s
reasonable requests to extend the Rembang PSC.

Nevertheless, without addressing the Receiver’s repeated formal requests for an
extension of the PSCs, BPMIGAS sent a letter in July 2010 to the Indonesia Ministry of Energy
and Mineral Resources, in which BPMIGAS proposed a termination of the PSC for the
Rembang Block. At the same time, BPI declined to extend its now-expired Farmin Agreement
with Orna, citing the stonewalling by BPMIGAS and a lack of confidence that the Rembang
PSC would ever be extended at all.

At this point, the Receiver initiated a more intense, dedicated campaign with BPMIGAS
for the extension of the Rembang PSC. Even in the absence of a Farmin Agreement, an
extension of the Rembang PSC would preserve its market value as an asset of the Receivership
Estate. To this end, the Receiver set about to negotiate directly with BPMIGAS and the
Minister of Energy and Mineral Resources for an extension of both the Rembang and Halmahera
PSCs. Receivership Counsel Mr. Anderson made two trips to Jakarta, Indonesia, during which
he worked closely with Pak Bambang Muritno. Pak Bambang was reported to have had a good
working relationship with BPMIGAS in the past and a proven ability to work within that system.
On behalf of Orna, Mr. Anderson entered into a conditional and contingent agreement with Pak
Bambang for compensation for his services in this process. Total compensation to Pak
Bambang to date has been $30,000.

While in Jakarta, Mr. Anderson met with numerous government officials, including
Ibu Evita Legowo, the Director General for Oil and Gas; Pak Edy Hermantoro, her Deputy; and
members of the Parliament. Despite these efforts and persistent subsequent negotiation, the
Rembang and Halmahera PSCs have not yet been extended. The Receiver is considering what
options remain available for realizing on these assets. However, at this time, the potential for
realizing value from these assets seems remote.

C. Estate Finances.

Attached hereto as Appendix 2 are copies of the Receiver’s records evidencing all
receipts and disbursements by the Receivership Estate. To date, the Receivership Estate has

received $2,952,501.01 in settlement proceeds. After payment of fees and expenses, the
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Receivership Estate retains approximately $1,551,000.00 in an interest-bearing savings account,
plus approximately $8,500.00 in an operating account.

There are currently settlements pending approval which will generate gross proceeds of
$626,000. After payment of professional fees, the net recovery to the Receivership Estate is
expected to be $417,291.60.

D. Receivership Website.

As directed by this Court, the Receiver has established a website to provide easily-

accessible information to the public. The website address is www.mcube-receivership.com.

The website contains a Claims Register, claims forms and notice, an accounting of the
accounting activity for the Receivership Estate and relevant Court documents.

E. Additional Reporting.

Unless the Court directs otherwise, the Receiver intends to report again to the Court
following the expiration of the claims bar date requested below, or at such other time as

requested by this Court.

II. REQUEST FOR PROCEDURAL ORDERS

A. Extension of Time for Initial Notice Requirements.

As previously noted in Section A above, there is a significant group of interested parties
recently identified who did not receive notice of the Receivership. Accordingly, it is the
intention of the Receiver to issue a new notice establishing a final Claims Bar Date.

The Receiver requests that the Court enter an Order that Notice of the Pendency of the
Receivership case and establishment of a Claims Bar Date is hereby extended to August 1, 2011
in the form previously approved by this Court. The Receiver proposes that he cause the Notice,
Claims Bar Date and Proof of Claim be mailed, via regular U.S. first-class mail, postage
prepaid, to all potential claimants the Receiver has located subsequent to the initial Notice of the

Pendency of the Receivership case and establishment of a Claims Bar Date.
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B. Settlement Approvals.
RCW 7.60.190 (6) provides in pertinent part:

(6) Persons on the master mailing list are entitled to not less than thirty
days' written notice of the hearing of any motion or other proceeding involving
any proposed:

(c) Compromise or settlement of a controversy that might affect the
distribution to creditors from the estate;

(d) Compensation of the receiver or any professional employed by the
receiver;

Any opposition to any motion to authorize any of the actions under (a)
through (e) of this subsection must be filed and served upon the receiver and the
receiver's attorney, if any, at least three days before the date of the proposed
action.

RCW 7.60.180 provides that, with respect to the compensation of professionals, the
compensation for which notice has been given may be paid without action by the Court if no
objection is made.

Heretofore, the Receiver has noted all settlements or requests for compensation for
hearing. However, no objections to any settlement have been made. Because of the Court’s
limited availability for hearing, continuing to note formal motions for approval of settlements or
payment of professional compensation on the very limited number of motion calendars available
will delay the administration of this Estate and increase administrative costs. The Receiver
would request that after the Receiver provides notice to the Court as well as persons on the
Master Mailing list, the Receiver only be required to note such matters on formal motion for
hearing where an objection was made. The Receiver would further request that, in the absence of
an objection, any properly noticed settlement or request for professional compensation be
would be deemed approved, unless further information is requested by the Court.
